An Excerpt from Martin Luther’s Sermons 

“Now every preacher should be so sure of having and preaching 

God’s Word that he would even stake his life on this, since it is a matter 

of life for us. He should not be in doubt. Now no man is so holy that he 

would dare die on the strength of the doctrine he himself has taught. 

Therefore, it is established here that the apostles were assured by God 

that their Gospel was God’s Word. And here it is also shown that the 

Gospel is nothing else than a sermon about Christ. Accordingly, one 

should listen to no other sermon; for the Father wants no other sermon. 

‘This is My Beloved Son,’ He says; ‘listen to Him. He is your Teacher.’ 

It is as if He were saying: ‘If you listen to Him, you have listened to 

Me.’ Therefore, Peter now says: We have proclaimed and made known 

to you that Christ is a Lord, that He rules over all things, that all power 

belongs to Him, and that he who believes in Him also has all this power. 

We have not invented this ourselves; but we have seen and heard it 

through the revelation of God, who has commanded us to listen to this 

Christ.” From Martin Luther’s Sermon on 2 Peter 1:18, 1522.
