So He also in this instance proves His kindness in
explaining the law and gently instructing; as there is need and want, He
does not sternly insist, as did Moses, who without much ado wished
that people were either pious or dead. For this reason, Christ’s action
on this occasion is to be considered one of great benefit to us, in that
He teaches us where we fail and come short. Here He particularly treats
of the failings due to wrath, which causes so much havoc among men,
as is seen on every side, yea, nearly the whole world is under its sway.”
