Human 

reason cannot comprehend this nowadays any more than the Jews did 

then, for if it had been possible for human reason to comprehend it, the 

Pharisees and Scribes, who at that time were the best and wisest of the 

people, could have understood it; but they thought it consisted alone in 

performing the external works of the law; in giving to God, whether it 

be done willingly or unwillingly; but their inward blindness, their 

covetousness, and their hardened heart they could not see, and thought 

they thoroughly understood the law and were fine fellows, holy and 

pious people; but they stood in their own light. For no one is able to 

keep the law unless his nature is thoroughly renewed.” From the 

Church Postil for the Eighteenth Sunday after Trinity Sunday.
